Computers in agriculture.

Computers are ideal workers not only for industry but for agriculture as well. They
are provided with different programs, many of them being suitable for farm use. New
technology has made the computers compact, easily handled and relatively
inexpensive. The cost of any computer system includes the cost of the equipment
itself and the cost of the programs. There is only a limited number of agricultural
programs. Many farmers have to make their own computer programs suitable for
their farms. Farmers need the programs which can show: production information for
cattle, hogs and other farm animals; labour and machinery information; field
information; statistical information which is to show costs and profits on the farm.
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Future planters (mocamounas mammnaa) Will have computers that will determine the
proper rate and depth for the seed to be provided with optimum moisture for
germination. Future grain combines will be equipped with computers that will
determine the moisture content in the grain. They will also automatically maintain the
necessary height of cutting the plants. They will show the amount of grain harvested
and where it was harvested. The farmer will use this information. He will know
which parts of the field are more productive and where additional fertilizers are
needed.

It is easier for farmers to use computes than to use different kinds of farm books.
The farmer does not need to spend much time on writing and calculating; he is only
to press a button and the necessary information appears. It is high important because
of both certain lack of working hands and the necessity to eliminate hand labour.

Technique in agricultural development

There has been a sharp transition in economic doctrine with reselect to the
relative contribution of agricultural and industrial development to national economic
growth during recent decades. There has been a shift away from an earlier "industrial
fundamentalism™ to an emphasis on the significance of growth in agricultural
production and productivity for the total development process. Nevertheless, the
process of agricultural development itself has, I7th few exceptions, remained outside
the concern of most development economists. Both technical change and institutional
change have been treated as exogenous to their systems. In our view technical change
represents an essential element in the growth of agricultural production and
productivity from the very beginning of the development process. The process of
technical change in agriculture can best be understood as a dynamic response to the
resource endowments and economic environment in which a country finds itself at
the beginning of the modernization process. The design of a successful agricultural
development strategy in each country or region involves a unique pattern of technical
change and productivity growth in response to the particular set of factor prices
which reflect the 2 economic implications of resource endowments and resource
accumulation in each society. It also involves a complex pattern of institutional
evolution in order to create an economic and social environment conducive to the
effective response by individuals, private firms and public agencies to the new
technical opportunities.

Any attempt to develop a model of agricultural development in which technical
change is treated as endogenous to the development process rather than as an
exogenous factor that operates independently of other development processes must
start with the recognition that there are multiple paths of technological development.
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Technology can be developed to facilitate the substitution of relatively abundant
(hence cheap) factors for relatively scare (hence expensive) factors in the economy.
