Russia possesses one fifth of the planet’s green area. Forestry means rationally
planned exploitation and preservation of forest both for raw material and an
important part of biosphere. Much should be spent on forest protection in every
country. Many nations have been careless to its resources, cutting out trees, depleting
soil fertility with bad farming practices.

We must take into consideration that trees, branches, leaves, shrubs, grass and plants
break the force of falling raindrops. They keep the rain from eroding the soil, help to
absorb moisture. Conserving forests ensures water storage, prevents floods, and
supports animal life. Everything is interconnected in nature and an ecological disaster
IS threatening many regions of the Earth. But sometimes people make harm to the
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forests. Some hillsides have been ploughed and left treeless. And as a result huge
areas of formerly fertile soil have been lost for people. Nature is powerless to cope
with this without man’s help.

At present many countries provide afforestation, each km of protective forest belt
adds an average of 25-30 centers to the yield of grain crops.

Forest is an important factor in the preservation of the purity of air. We mustn’t
forget that the air we breathe in has been produced and purified by our green friend.
On this depends the quality of land resources. According to experts, in zones of
increased air pollution the losses of some crops reach 30%.

Forest is the best raw material for the wood-processing enterprises. By the end of
the century the world’s industry need for timber had increased nearly twice. Where
had the raw materials been taken from? First of all from natural forests that should be
being now restored. The world needs to cut two trees but to plant three.

The most popular hobby of the British is gardening. Most English people love
gardens, their own above all, and this is probably one reason why so many people
prefer to live in houses rather than flats. In the suburbs you can see row after row of
ordinary small houses. And each house is surrounded by lots of flowers. Many people
who have no gardens of their own have patches of land. They spend much leisure
time working among their flowers, trees and vegetables. The British take part in
numerous flower-shows and vegetable shows with very good prizes. Such shows are
very popular in Britain. To many gardeners the process of growing the plants and
taking care of them seems more important than the pleasure of looking at the flowers
or the prospect of eating vegetables. In many places a competitive gardener’s desire
IS to grow the biggest cabbages or leeks or carrots. So this is the most favourite hobby
of the British people.

Primitive human had no gardens. He wandered around from place to place, and ate
wild fruits and roots. Perhaps the first garden was a great patch of melons found
growing on a spot where someone had eaten the fruits and scattered the seeds the year
before. Because of this new growth of melons, this person may have stayed longer
than usual on that spot. He may have put up a crude brush fence around the patch to
protect it from the trampling of wild animals, thus making the world’s first garden.

Gardening is one of the oldest of the arts. No details exist of the earliest recorded
garden, the Garden of Eden. There are, however, gardening scenes pictured on the
tombs of the ancient kings of Egypt. For thousands of years before Christ, people in
the valley of the Nile raised grain, fruit and vegetables. In Asia, there were gardens in
ancient times. The Hanging Gardens of Babylon are famous as one of the ancient
Seven Wonders of the World. They were built by Nebuchadnezzar when he married
Princess Amytis who longed for her native hills and trees. These gardens were a
series of four terraces, each one smaller than that below it. Each terrace had a
beautiful planting of flowers, vines and fruit trees. The earliest known garden plan is
from an estate that may have belonged to an Egyptian official living in Thebes. A
canal extends outside the gateway at right, which leads to a vineyard. Waterfowl
swim in four ornamental ponds, and palm trees are planted in symmetrical patterns
throughout the garden.

From earliest times plants are known to play an important part in everyday life of
man. We know plants to provide us with food, clothing, shelter and many other
necessary things. People are still as dependent upon plants as primitive man was
many thousand years ago. Great necessity caused primitive man to grow plants. And
the cultivation of plants is thought to be closely connected with man’s progress. In
order to grow plants man had to settle down and to begin building homes. Primitive
men had few needs except food and clothing.

Civilization has increased man’s wants to a surprising extent. The man of today is
no longer satisfied with merely having food to eat and house to live in. He wants raw
materials which can be made into useful things and products.

Man’s food and clothing are produced directly or indirectly by plants. Many
animals feed on plants and produce food and raw materials used by man. Without
plant life neither animals nor men will be able to live.

Many things people use in everyday life are made from plants. The paper they write
on, the clothes they wear, the tables they sit at, all come from plants. Plants are used
as timber in the making of furniture and as fuel. Many drugs are made from plants.
Plant culture began a great many years ago. The most important plants in the world
are said to have been grown 4000 years ago.

There exist very many species of plants. But the best known to most people are
those that are useful to men. They are grown and cultivated by farmers and are called
farm crops. These crops are used for many different purposes.

Some are used directly by man, some are consumed by animals, others are used in
industry and medicine. We can certainly expect new uses to be found and the value of
other plants to be discovered. As plants are so important to man, they must be well
cared for and grown under suitable conditions. Then they will give greater yields. For
the plants to grow well they must also be well protected against pests and diseases.
With this in view scientists have worked out a system of measures for plant
protection which is being realized in our society
3aganue 1.
