Types of Gardens

If you would like to have your own garden, you would be glad to know that there
are different garden types. Before starting your own garden, you need to know which
type of garden to choose from, as there are many different types.

Making a garden is not that difficult but deep interest and involvement is very
necessary. Proper planning is essential for creating and maintaining a garden. Types of
plants to be planted should be selected depending on soil types, water, climate or
sunlight of an area.

The types of gardens relate to the purposes for which gardens are made. They can
be found depending on where you live. Different types of gardens use flowers, trees,
plants, bushes, garden furniture or fences for the garden design.

Cottage gardens are suitable for those who have enough space and time to spend.
Formal gardens are defined by geometric patterns and they can be designed in various
sizes and shapes. Zen garden is a traditional garden, which reflects the ideas of
Buddhism. Sculpture garden stresses on the use of sculptures in the gardens. Wildlife
garden creates an environment that attracts the birds, amphibians, reptiles, insects,
mammals, etc. Knot garden creates a symmetrical design of knot work, while alpine
gardens consist of alpine plants.

English gardens as the name suggests are made up of plants and flowers that are
typically found in English countryside. French gardens are always of formal types.
These are mostly found at large houses, hotels and theatres.The idea behind the native
garden is to use only those plants and flowers that are native to the region. The tropical
gardens contains full of exotic plants having gorgeous deep colors.

Various types of gardens show that there are many creative ways to express your
preference. By creating a garden, you can develop peaceful space where you can enjoy
with your family and friends.

Few conditions affect the types of garden that you select. Therefore, it is essential
to consider the cultural preferences, geographical differences, soil type, climate and
growing conditions. All of these factors affect the selection of garden types.
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As you have seen that, there are many different types of gardens. Therefore, it
becomes difficult to try to figure out which type of garden you want to create.

A flower is a part of a plant that forms pollen or seeds or both. The bright colors,
sweet smell, and nectar are necessary to attract insects. The insects are needed to help
the flower make seeds that will grow into a new plant.

Many bulbs can be planted in beds of perennials for added color. Since gladiolus
and dahlias do not stand the cold, they are planted in spring when the soil is warm. The
hardy bulbs, such as tulips and daffodils, are planted in the fall and remain in the soil
where they produce their roots through the late fall and winter, and bloom in early
spring.

Bulbs are planted at a depth of about three times their height. That is, tulips,
daffodils, and other bulbs of the same size are planted four to six inches deep. Such
small bulbs as crocuses, for example, need to be planted only two inches deep. Follow
the grower’s instructions in all cases.

In the garden most seeds are planted in rows in seed beds. They are sown twice
their own diameter deep and then covered with fine soil to keep the surface loose and
moist. This helps sprouting and growth of seedlings. Seeds such as sweet alyssum will
germinate in three or four days if the sun has warmed the soil. Other seeds may take a
week or more.

As soon as any kind of seed has begun to sprout the new seedling must be cared
for. This 1s the most critical time in the plant’s life. If watering is neglected, the tiny
plantlets may dry out and die because their roots are not long enough to reach into the
moist layers beneath.

Many seedlings are not easy to transplant; therefore seeds such as poppies,
gourds, beans, sweet peas, and mignonette should be sown in the spot where they are to
grow.

Beginning a garden

As soon as the sun has warmed the soil in the spring, a garden may be started.
The place chosen must have fairly good soil about eight or nine inches deep.

After an area of suitable ground is staked out, a layer of manure, peat moss, or
compost is spread over the surface. Digging is important and must be done thoroughly
and up to eight inches deep. It can be done with hand tools or by powered tillers. This
loosens the soil and permits air to go into it and ventilate it.

The next step is a thorough raking. This breaks the soil clods and makes the top
layer free from stones and as fine as possible. In this way a soft bed is formed where
seeds, bulbs, or small plants can easily send down their roots in search of food and
moisture.

In late fall a garden of perennial plants is often covered with leaves or straw. This
covering should never be put on until after the first hard freeze. It is put on not to
protect the plants from cold but to keep the ground from being disturbed by alternate
freezes and thaws. These would loosen and perhaps expose the plants’ roots and might
even push plants out of the ground altogether. This covering is left on until the spring
when all danger of freezing is over. In some cases the covering can be worked into the
ground instead of being removed. These few hints are important, i.e.:

1. Dig the soil deeply; do not just rake the surface.

2. Feed regularly with a plant food that contains all the elements the plant will
need to grow and flower and fruit freely.

3. Water when rains fail. A plant that gets too dry just once may die. Unless
plants are at home in swamps and pools, they also need air at their roots so the soil must
drain well.

4. Prevent and control insects and diseases.

5. Pick flowers often and enjoy them. This generally results in a continuous

supply.

A park is a place for rest and recreation for the people. Parks are called “the lungs
of the towns as they refresh the air and purify it from smoke and dust. They include
areas ranging in size from the small square in a city to large preserves including
thousands of acres.

In parks there must be broad lawns, flowers and shrubs but above all trees
especially long-lived trees that will tell the children of the future that their grandfathers
thought of them.

The landscape picture of a park even if it has been completed is always changing
because it is alive. It looks one way in winter, another in early spring, still another in
summer and yet another in various stages of the fall. And it changes year by year.

When trees are planted for decorative purposes in the park care must be taken to
select suitable kinds and they must be given ample space for their full development.
Conifers should not be chosen for parks in or about manufacturing towns where the
atmosphere is filled with smoke. The planting of deciduous trees gives better results.
Trees that bear beautiful blossoms such as the chestnut, lime or acacia now take the
place of some of the commoner trees that do not bear conspicuous flowers.

Lilacs, laburnum, jasmine and rhododendrons are old friends that for generations
have found their place in parks.

Parks include also areas with an educational purpose such as botanical gardens,
arboreta and zoological parks.

British parks and gardens are among the most celebrated attractions of the land.
This tradition has been kept for ages up-to-date. When tourists come to Britain they visit
its charming parks. One can't say he knows Britain much unless he knows something
about its gardening. London is famous for its parks. Hyde Park is situated in the centre
of the capital. Thousands of Londoners come here to rest, to look at the flowers and
trees.
