The Oak Forest
Not far from Voronezh there is a man-made forest. It was set up more than two
centuries ago. Peter I called it “the golden shrub of the Russian state.” The forest was
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cut at the beginning of the 19-th century but several trees survived and some enthusiasts
restored the arboretum.

During the last 60 years this oak forest became much larger. Every year the
foresters gather acorns in order to give life to new generations of trees. At present
straight trees of this forest are as high as five-storied building. Even the oldest of them

It is interesting to know that oak is the common name for more than 500 species
of trees.

The trunk
diameter may be of 100-150 cm. The wood of oak is hard. The bark contains much
tannin. Especially valuable is the red oak. It grows twice as fast as the ordinary oak and
its wood meets the highest standards.

Besides the industrial value of oak such as furniture manufacture, paper making
and construction needs, these huge trees play an important role in purifying the air and
soil enrichment. But at the same time the vast size of these trees prevents their growing
in cities. They occupy too much place and need much light for good growth that is
impossible because of high buildings. A limited number of cities can afford large parks
with oaks. Regents Park in London and Central Park in New York are the examples of
such luxury.

Pines & Oaks

The stone pines of Italy, with their spreading rounded canopies of light green
foliage, form a striking feature of the landscape in parts of that country. The reddish
brown, shining and ovate cones are prized for their edible seeds. The crops obtained
from them occupy a significant place in the local agricultural economy and Italian pines
are sold in many areas of the world. Pine nuts are fairly rich in oil and pleasing to the
taste. The pine is native to south-eastern Europe and another species bearing edible nuts

IS the Swiss stone pine which is also a productive tree.

Iberian farmers might benefit if improved strains of algarroba were to be
introduced on farms, especially in regions where water is scarce, pasture practically
non-existent and livestock suffer from inadequate feeding. Hazelnuts or filberts of
which there are eleven economic types in cultivation, are well distributed in most parts
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of both Northern and Southern Europe. Demand for the nuts remains good and the trees
are easy to establish. Another crop of some importance is almond, of which there are
many varieties, either hard-, or soft- shelled. Excellent flours or meals can be prepared
from both filberts and almonds, which are commonly grown in orchards and
plantations, as well as in gardens.

Breeding and selection of superior cultivars may take a long period but by
choosing the best types from natural stands it is often possible to develop a higher
yielding strain within a comparatively short time. It would be better if governments all
over the world were to sponsor intensive schemes of tree-crop improvement and
selective breeding as part of an international effort to multiply superior strains of high-
yielding forest species.

Oaks may be mentioned because of their number and fertility, excellent quality
and size of the acorns, as well as their abundance. The white oaks that produce the
sweet mast are especially abundant yielders of nutritive food for pigs. Oaks can easily
furnish in the fall and throughout most of the winter, the major part of the large amount
of food necessary for raising and fattening hogs. Where the trees are properly thinned so
as to develop freely management would be very effective in increasing the yield.

The possibility by proper forest management of obtaining large quantities of feed
Is very great. Thinning and judicious selection of good bearing trees would be a
measure of high economic importance. It is not only pigs that thrive and fatten on the
mast of the forest, but also goats. During the early part of the season they feed on the
underbrush and sprouts from the stumps of trees and when fall comes they fatten readily
on the acorns and other fruits.

The experience shows that in east Texas stock can be raised cheaper than
anywhere else, provided advantage is taken of the forest. It also happens that much of
the land covered with forest is of such nature that it cannot be readily put into
cultivation, owing to the unevenness of the ground in some cases or to poor drainage in
others. Oak trees, of different species, can be found throughout the America. In
Colombia, amongst the Cordilleras, massive stands of oaks bearing acorns over four
times larger than any to be seen in northern continents grow freely.
