Food processing is the set of methods and techniques applied to transform raw
ingredients into food or to transform food into other forms for consumption by humans
or animals either in the home or by the food processing industry. Typically food
processing takes clean harvested crops or butchered animal products and uses them for
producing attractive, marketable and often long shelf-life food products. Similar
processes are used for producing animal feed. History. Food processing dates back to
the prehistoric ages when crude processing incorporated slaughtering, fermenting, sun
drying, preserving with salt and various types of cooking (such as roasting, smoking,
steaming, and oven baking). Salt preservation was especially common for foods that
constituted warrior and sailors’diets, up until the introduction of canning methods.
Evidence for the existence of these methods one can find in the writings of the ancient
Greek, Chaldean, Egyptian and Roman civilizations. These tried and tested processing
techniques remained essentially the same until the advent of the industrial revolution.
Modern food processing technology in the 19th and 20th century was largely developed
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to serve military needs. In 1809 Nicolas Appert invented a vacuum bottling technique
that would supply food for French troops, and this contributed to the development of
tinning and then canning by Peter Durand in 1810. Although initially expensive and
somewhat hazardous due to the lead used in cans, canned goods would later become a
staple around the world. Pasteurization, discovered by L. Pasteur was a significant
advance in ensuring the micro-biological safety of food. In the 20th century, World War
I1, the space race and the rising consumer society in developed countries (including the
USA) contributed to the growth of food processing with such advances as spray drying,
juice concentrates, freeze drying and others. Benefits. Benefits of food processing
include toxin removal, preservation, easing marketing and distribution tasks, and
increasing food consistency. In addition, it increases seasonable availability of many
foods, enables transportation of delicate perishable foods across long distances. Modern
supermarkets wouldn’t be feasible without modern food processing techniques, long
voyages would not be possible. Processed foods are usually less susceptible to early
spoilage than fresh ones, and are better suited for long distance transportation from the
source to the consumer. Processing can also reduce the incidence of food borne disease.
Fresh materials, such as raw meat, is more likely to harbour pathogenic micro-
organisms capable of causing serious illnesses.

Mass production of food is much cheaper overall. Therefore, a large profit
potential exists for the manufacturers and suppliers of processed food products.
Drawbacks. In general, fresh food that hasn’t been processed other than by washing
and simple kitchen preparation, may be expected to contain a higher proportion of
naturally occurring vitamins, fiber and minerals than an equivalent product processed
by the food industry. For example, vitamin C is destroyed by heat. Nutrients are often
removed deliberately from food to improve its longevity, appearance or taste. As a
result, processed foods often have a higher ratio of calories than unprocessed products.
Processed ones often include food additives, such as flavorings and texture-enhancing
agents which can be unhealthy. Preservatives added or created during processing to
extend the shelf-life of commercially-available products, such as nitrites, may cause
adverse health effects. Sugars and salt are usually added to processed foods. As a result,
eating a large amount of processed food can lead to excessive intake of these
substances, which can lead to a variety of diseases. Ingredients in processed foods are
often of low quality.
